It also has a dramatic 
effect on the cost of training as support is managed on-line and individuals in different or remote 
locations can converse whilst looking at the same screen information.

All organisations have a growing requirement to better manage their 
waste. The IPR’s Waste Monitoring Tool will supplement your Waste Strat-
egy by recording the weights of waste removed from each building.   This 
module will help with central returns  such as EMS (D73) and in demon-
strating the effectiveness of your Waste Strategy through audits, assess-
ments and ownership.  Distinct users rights control what users can see and 
edit  to make best use of the information and protect the data.  It stores 
information about the weight of waste, your waste streams and waste vendors to produce a series of succinct easily 
understood reports. Data entry is very simple and can be delegated to your waste vendors (with the use of remote 
Internet access) or internal staff.    Users can define their own waste streams in as little or as much details as they re-
quire.  For example recycled waste can be broken down into different categories (e.g. green glass, brown glass card-
board and paper) or reported on as a single weight. The more streams you create the greater the potential for analysis. 
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The IPR  exploits stored spatial information using ’As-Built’ 
drawings to automatically populate a user-definable database.  
‘Point and Shoot’ Property and Organisational Hierarchies for 
locations & departments provide the basis of identifying and 
quantifying where space is, who is responsible for it and it’s use.   
The browser based front-end intuitively guides 
users to the information they require using  
simple colour coding to assist with the 
navigation.   
 

The IPR provides an organisation with the 
ability to monitor the utilisation of rooms by 
their area (m2) and time.  Rooms can be 
provisionally booked on a multi-sessional basis 

by the hour, day or block booked over a much longer 
period of time. Provisional requests to the room 
administrator and their confirmation are system generated by email or by 
direct telephone communication. The system provides schedules for 
charging which means that the Organisation can maximise its Return on 
Investment (ROI). Reporting tools are available to analyse  space utilisation 
efficiency over time.  Setting-up the database with drawings and core data 
is a well trodden path and a huge amount of experience is available from 
many Organisations spanning the Health, Educational and Corporate 
market sectors. 

 

 
 

The MICAD Internet Property Register (IPR) is a powerful multi-user Estates Information 
System that distributes CAD drawings, documents and data utilising a web browser 
interface. It keeps track of vital information about your property and displays it 
graphically.  Digital AutoCAD drawings are available to all system clients in both 
Autodesk's own native DWF viewer format and Adobe’s Acrobat PDF.  The IPR  has been 

designed to be deployed and used not only by the Estates and Facilities departments but also by members of other 
departments who need access to centrally held information and data.  The web interface enables users to satisfy this 
requirement easily having had little or no training. 
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Space Management / Room Monitoring & Space Utilisation 

The IPR provides for unlimited numbers of 
documents, manuals, drawings and photographs to be 
associated  and hyperlinked to any part of a Location 
(site/building/floor/room) or Project.    The logical 
organisation of information into secure folders & sub 
folders means that information is easily accessed by 
the right people at any time with the assistance of the 
powerful search engine.  Because the naming of 
document folders is user-definable and each 
document has an expiry date, the IPR is opened up for 
use with any category of information particularly 
those addressing compliancy.  This feature means that
